ABOUT THE SPEAKERS

Charles L. Cortright is a 1981 graduate of Wisconsin
Lutheran Seminary in Mequon, Wisconsin. He has served
Wisconsin Synod congregations in California and New
Jersey. From 1994-2000 he taught at Martin Luther
College, New Ulm, Minnesota. In 2002 he was called to
Wisconsin Lutheran College, Milwaukee, Wisconsin, as
part of the theology faculty. He is currently a doctoral can-
didate at Marquette University where he is working on his
dissertation "Luther and the Body." Professor Cortright
assisted in the production of Christian Worship:
Occasional Services and has been on the editorial staff of
Logia since the journal's beginning. He is married to
Connie nee Laabs and they have four sons.

Michael S. Horton is the J. Gresham Machen Professor of
Systematic Theology and Apologetics at Westminster
Theological Seminary, California. He is a co-host of “The
White Horse Inn” radio broadcast and editor-in-chief of
Modern Reformation magazine. He received his M.A.
from Westminster Theological Seminary, California, and
his Ph.D. from Wycliff Hall, Oxford, and the University of
Coventry. Dr. Horton is the author/editor of more than fif-
teen books, including Putting Amazing Back into Grace; A
Better Way: Rediscovering the Drama of God-Centered
Worship; Covenant & Eschatology; Lord and Servant; God
of Promise: Introducing Covenant Theology; and Too
Good to Be True: Finding Hope in a World of Hype.

David R. Maxwell has served as an Assistant Professor of
Systematic Theology at Concordia Seminary, St. Louis,
Missouri, since 2004. From 2003-2004 he served as assis-
tant pastor of Trinity Lutheran Church, Elkhart, Indiana.
He received a B.A. from the University of Texas in 1991,
an M.Div. (1995) and S.T.M. (1997) from Concordia
Seminary, St. Louis, Missouri, an M.A. from Washington
University in 1995, and a Ph.D. from the University of
Notre Dame in 2003. He is married to Lori and has two
step-sons.

Timothy Scharr is a 1984 graduate of Concordia
Theological Seminary, Fort Wayne, Indiana. Since 2001 he
has been the pastor of Trinity Lutheran Church, Nashville,
Ilinois. He previously served congregations in Wenatchee,
Washington (1994-2001), and Indianola, lowa (1984-
1994). Pastor Scharr was a member of the LCMS dialogue
team with "Renewal in Missouri” from 1995-2001. He is
married and the father of two daughters. He currently is the
Second Vice President of the Southern Illinois District of
the LCMS.

Harold L. Senkbeil is Associate Professor of Pastoral
Ministry & Missions at Concordia Theological Seminary,
Fort Wayne, Indiana. He served as a parish pastor in the
LCMS for 32 years. He most recently served as pastor of
ElIm Grove Evangelical Lutheran Church, EIm Grove,
Wisconsin (1987-2002). Dr. Senkbeil received his B.A.
from Concordia Senior College, Fort Wayne, Indiana, in
1967. He went on to earn an M.Div. in 1978 and S.T.M. in
1986 from Concordia Theological Seminary, Fort Wayne,
Indiana. In 2001 he was recognized by Concordia
Seminary, St. Louis, Missouri, in the bestowing of the
degree of Doctor of Divinity, honoris causa. Dr. Senkbeil
is a 1988 recipient of the Servus Ecclesiae Christi Award.
Dr. Senkbeil's publications include: To All Eternity;
Triumph at the Cross; Where in the World Is God?; Dying
to Live: The Power of Forgiveness; When the Crying
Stops: Abortion's Aftermath; Recharging the Waters; and
Sanctification: Christ in Action. Dr. Senkbeil and his wife,
Jane, are the parents of three children.

Dr. Richard J. Shuta is Professor of Systematic Theology
and New Testament Literature at Concordia University,
Ann Arbor, Michigan. He was formerly a professor at
Concordia University, Seward, Nebraska. Dr. Shuta gradu-
ated from Valparaiso University in Psychology and
Theology (B.A.), from Concordia Theological Seminary,
Springfield (M.Div.), and Drew University in Religious
Studies (M.A., M.Ph., Ph.D.). Dr. Shuta has co-authored
three volumes in the Bible study series Church Year, pub-
lished by Concordia Publishing House. This year the
Huron Valley Publishing Company of Ann Arbor will pub-
lish his books: Christian Doctrine from the Focus of
Confessional Lutheran Theology; Biblical Literature: The
Four Gespels Their World and Their Interpretation;
Biblical Literature: The Acts, the Epistles, the Apocalypse
Their World, Their Interpretation. Dr. Shuta is a frequent
speaker on the radio program “Issues, Etc.” He is current-
ly working with ACT ONE- a group of Christian writers,
directors and producers seeking to influence the
Hollywood media.

ABOUT THE LECTURES

The Pieper Lectures, sponsored by Concordia Historical
Institute and the Luther Academy, and hosted by Concordia
Seminary, St. Louis, are dedicated to the study and discus-
sion of historical theology. The lectures were established
in honor of Dr. Francis Pieper, professor and president of
Concordia Seminary, and fourth president of The Lutheran
Church-Missouri Synod (1899-1911). They are intended to
address issues currently under discussion in the church and
to provide a historical context useful for this discussion.
